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CONTINUED FUNDING ANNOUNCED FOR SKILLS CANADA YUKON

 “Skills Canada-Yukon provides a quality, hands-on experience that truly engages young 
people and allows them to fully consider skilled trades as a potential career,” Rouble 
added. “The competition gives Yukon youth and apprentices an opportunity to shine and 
ultimately compete against their peers across Canada.” 

Skills Canada-Yukon funding is available through the Yukon government’s Community 
Training Funds. Last July, an additional $75,000 was provided to Skills Canada-Yukon to 
support the operation of the skills centre on Platinum Road, 72 skills clubs throughout 
Yukon, and other trades related programming for youth. 
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
